Thank you for joining us for the Cheribundi Boca Raton Bowl Game at FAU Stadium in Boca Raton! 

We are thrilled you are making the trip to cheer on your Huskies. 

 

Pep Rally:  

We hope you will consider attending the Boca Raton Bowl Pep Rally on Monday, December 17 

starting at 7 p.m. The Rally will take place at CityPlace (700 S. Rosemary Ave, West Palm Beach, FL 

33401). It will be a fan-centered event featuring the NIU Marching Band and spirit groups.  

 

Ticket and Pregame Credential Pick-Up:  

You have three options for game ticket and pregame credential pickup: 

 

1. You can pick up your game ticket(s) and pregame reception credential(s) in the main lobby of 

the fan hotel, which is the Palm Beach Gardens Marriott (located at 4000 RCA Boulevard, 

Palm Beach Gardens, FL 33410).  

 

Palm Beach Gardens Marriott Lobby Pick-up times are as follows:  
Monday, December 17, from 10 a.m. - 5 p.m. ET (Photos with Mission from 1-3 p.m) 

Tuesday, December 18, from 9 a.m. - 12 p.m. ET 

 

2. Tickets and credentials are also available for pick-up at the NIU Alumni Association pregame 

reception tent. (See pregame reception information below). 

 

3. If you do not pick up your game ticket(s) by the end of the pregame reception, it (they) will be 

dropped off at the general public Will Call which is located between Gates 1 and 2. Will Call 

will remain open until halftime. 

 

4. FAU Stadium has a clear bag policy (see more information HERE and the diagram below).  

At ticket and credential pick-up, you will have the option of selecting an NIU visor or NIU 

clear bag as our bowl gift to you.  Limit one visor or clear bag per person.     

If you would like to buy single game tickets, you can do so through NIU Athletics HERE or call 815-

753-PACK (7225).  Please follow the NIU Athletics Department’s instructions regarding ticket pick-

up.

You must have your pregame credential to enter the reception. If you were not able to pick up your 

credential at the hotel, you can pick it up at the entrance of the reception. 

 

The pregame reception will include a full tailgate buffet and one non-alcoholic beverage (choice of 

bottled water or soda).  You will also receive two drink tickets redeemable for beer, wine, water or 

soda.  A cash bar will also be available.  Please note there is not an ATM near the pregame reception 

tent.     

 

Game Day Shuttle:  

You must preregister to ride the shuttle bus.  

 

Shuttle to the game: You will board the bus at the Palm Beach Gardens Marriott (located at 

4000 RCA Boulevard, Palm Beach Gardens, FL 33410), starting at 2:45 p.m. The bus will 

depart at 3 p.m. The bus will be located outside the main entrance to the hotel, on RCA 

Boulevard.  Please show an ID when boarding the bus to verify your purchase. 

 

Shuttle from the game: The location of the bus after the game will be provided to you during 

your bus ride to the stadium. Please note that the shuttle bus will depart FAU Stadium 30 

minutes after the game to return to the hotel.  If NIU is victorious, the bus will depart 45 

minutes after the game. 

 

Parking:    

General parking is $20. Lots open at 2 p.m.  Please see the parking map below.  

 

Directions to FAU Stadium:  
Follow I-95 or the Turnpike to Glades Road. Go east to the third traffic light past I-95. Turn left into 

the FAU main entrance. Continue on the road until you reach FAU Blvd. Make a left on FAU Blvd. 

The Stadium will be on your left.
